Agenda Item one- Recent Occurrences:

Bobby stated that the recent occurrence matrix has not yet been released because it now has to
go through the review and approval process at Hanford and that he’s looking to by pass this
since it does not contain any new information.

Bobby stated that the new matrix, accurate as of November 30 included 9 events and that
trends are going down again for shocks and near misses. Many causes could be attributed to
inadequate hazard analysis.

Bobby commented on a presentation from the Manager? at Brookhaven Laboratory on work
controls by R&D laboratories.

Mark asked if these controls would address researchers with a “can-do” attitude making
seemingly simple reparations and have an example of a researcher at Sandia cutting an
extension cord while energized in an attempt to modify a power strip.

Lloyd offered that LANL now has a worker qualification card for laboratory electrical workers. An
ESO or manager validates the worker’s qualifications.

Bobby mentioned that he has concerns over events caused by change of scope and would like
next years team to address this.

Agenda Item Two- Spring Meeting

Bobby stated that IEEE has offered to let us use a room in the Hyatt during next springs
Electrical Safety Conference. But that registration would cost non-members $500 and an
additional $200 if attendees were not staying at the Hyatt whose rates are about $23 above the
DOE per diem rates.

Tran the first nine chapters for review

Lloyd said that he would continue to work on the remaining chapters.
