The activities are routinely (more frequent than 1/yr) performed, have routinely accepted hazards and engineered controls have been established, thoroughly reviewed and have proven highly reliable in minimizing risks.  The training requirements that are listed are currently approved LANL training programs and no substitutions will be allowed with out LANL approval.  All new hires receive the following training as level one training: Government Vehicle, Ladder Safety, Dielectric Glove, Basic Fall Protection, Craft PPE and IWM Overview

	Routine Custodial Services in non-hazards areas

	Perform preventative and corrective maintenance on Laboratory vehicles and heavy equipment.  Provide fueling services for Laboratory vehicles and equipment.


	Maintenance requiring the jacking, blocking, load testing is not allowed.  Preventive maintenance requiring only simple LOTO (Attachment C) can be used.  Transporting of equipment is permitted unless it is an oversize load or requires special escort arrangements
