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Meeting was led by Jerry Hansen.   
 

1. Items for the meeting with DOE in DC: A list of potential issues was passed 
out to the attendees by Jerry (Attached).                         

ACTION ITEM  Each attendee was asked to prioritize from 1 to 5 the issues 
for their site and to add any new issues they would like to see discussed.  
Also, please indicate if you would be willing to support or lead an issue for the 
October workshop. 

2. DNFSB Letter on Validation and Implementation of Significant Safety 
Control Changes:  

ACTION ITEM; All members are requested to provide a description on how 
their site controls validation of safety basis implementation.  Send the 
description to Jerry, and Jerry or Andrew will send out a summary of 
responses. 

3. 1027 Guidance:  A poll was taken of which sites have been asked to 
implement the 1027 guidance document. Only Four Hanford and Idaho had 
been asked to implement.  It was suggested that DOE needs to have an 
official position on this document (either endorse it, pull it back, of fix it and 
endorse it). 

4. Unmitigated Scenario-Andrew stated that this issue deals with where do you 
start to apply controls?  SRS is using a scenario review committee to review 
unmitigated scenarios; however the appears to be no written guidance 
anywhere. 

5. DNFSB 2008-1:  An implementation plan is being drafted.  The fire meeting 
that was held did not accomplish enough to really establish a path forward.  
There might be a survey taken to see who has fire systems that are 
designated as SC or SS. 
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6. Safety Basis Supplement:  Patrice reported that the last round of comments 
were received concerning TSR changes and removal of the time restriction.  
Patrice will resend the paper to the group.  Implementation will be left to the 
site offices. A discussion took place that this is an EFCOG/SAWG position 
and not a DOE position, and that although we will address and try to 
accommodate all DOE comments, they are not mandated.   

7. Tailoring of Orders for D&D-Patrice will put together an outline for this topic. 
 
8. Criticality: Jerry Bueck discussed the issue of 3007 versus 3009.  It was 

noted that hazards analysis for criticality is different than hazards analysis for 
3009; therefore how do you decide which criticality controls go into the DSA 
and TSRs?  Additionally, this leads to a problem with implementing the USQ 
process because the criticality controls do not have the same basis (no 
likelihood etc.) as the traditional controls.  Dick Englehart suggested that we 
communicate to DOE what changes are needed now because they will be 
updating 3009 and the USQ implementation guide.  Jerry Bueck agreed to put 
together a straw-man on this issue.
